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About research  
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The "Study of Socio-Political Attitudes in Ukraine, February 2025" aims to 
analyze public sentiment, assess the impact of key events on public opinion, and 
identify major trends in the socio-political sphere.

The survey was conducted on the website of the Association of Professional 
Political Consultants (APPC) from February 8 to February 18, 2025. A total of 1,015 
respondents from various regions of Ukraine participated in the study.

Participants answered 20 questions covering their socio-demographic status, 
political views, attitudes toward events in Ukraine and worldwide, and opinions 
on the key challenges of modern society.

The study results will help to understand the level of public trust in state and 
international institutions, attitudes towards media and information policies, and 
the key factors influencing public opinion formation.
